• Complete the school’s Child Protection and Safeguarding training prior to volunteering at the 
school. 

• Adhere to the school’s policy and procedures with respect to Child Protection and Safeguarding. 

• Report health, safety, welfare or child protection concerns. 

• Display Volunteer Pass at all times. 

• Treat every community member you engage with respect. 

• Remain in the areas relevant your role as a school volunteer. 

• Do not take photographs and videos without permission. 

• Do not make physical contact with students. 

• Only use the toilet facilities designated for adults.  

• Follow all instructions given by supervisor. 

• To only use the Volunteer Pass when you are volunteering in an official capacity. 
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
