Year 5 & Year 6: International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme (IBDP)

The International Baccalaureate aims to develop inquiring, knowledgeable and caring young people who help to create a better and more peaceful world
through intercultural understanding and respect. To this end the organization works with schools, governments and international organizations to develop
challenging programmes of international education and rigorous assessment. These programmes encourage students across the world to become active,
compassionate and lifelong learners who understand that other people, with their differences, can also be right.

The International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma Programme (DP) is for students aged 16-19. The DP curriculum is made up of six subject groups and the DP core,
comprising Theory of Knowledge (TOK), Creativity, Activity, Service (CAS) and the Extended Essay. Through the DP core, students reflect on the nature of
knowledge, complete independent research and undertake a project that often involves community service. Students must select one subject from each of the
six groups, including three subjects at Standard Level (SL) and three subjects at Higher Level (HL)
